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Constitution of the Alumni Association of the School of Interdisciplinary Science

and Innovation, Kyushu University
(This is a translation of the original in Japanese. If there is any conflict between the original and

the translation, the original shall prevail.)

[Chapter 1: General Provisions]
Article 1. The Association shall be named the Alumni Association of the School of
Interdisciplinary Science and Innovation, Kyushu University, and its secretariat shall be
located at the School.

Article 2. The purpose of this association shall be to promote mutual fellowship among its
members and to contribute to the further development of the School of Interdisciplinary
Science and Innovation, Kyushu University

Article 3. The Association shall carry out the following projects in order to accomplish its
purpose.
1. Promotion of friendship and information exchange among members
2. Support for the educational and research activities of the School and the studies of
enrolled students
3. Dissemination of information through the publication of newsletters and the use of the
Internet and the membership list.
4. Management of the membership list
5. Other activities deemed necessary

Article 4. In carrying out its activities, the Association shall take into consideration mutual
cooperation with the Federation of Alumni Associations of Kyushu University.

Article 5. The fiscal year of the Association shall begin on April 1 and end on March 31 of
the following year.

[Chapter 2: Membership]
Article 6. Members of the Association shall consist of the following categories;

1. Regular Members — Graduates of the School of Interdisciplinary Science and
Innovation, Kyushu University

2. Special Members - Current full-time faculty members or former full-time faculty
members of the School of Interdisciplinary Science and Innovation, Kyushu University

3. Associate Members - Persons who have not graduated from the School of
Interdisciplinary Science and Innovation, Kyushu University but who identify with the
School, and who are recommended by an officer and approved by the President of the
Association (e.g., exchange students).

4. Persons who support the purpose of the Association and who are recommended by
an officer and approved by the President of the Association.

[Chapter 3: Officers]
Article 7. The Association shall have the following officers.
1. President: One (1)
2. Vice President: Two (2)
3. Secretary: Several

Article 8. The duties of the officers shall be as follows

1. President: The President shall represent the Association and oversee its operation.

2. Vice President: The Vice Presidents shall assist the President and, in the event that
the President is unable to perform his or her duties, shall perform the duties of the
President.

3. Secretaries: Under the direction of the President, the Secretaries shall be responsible



for the following duties

(a) Secretary for Public Relations (One or more): Publication of newsletters and
dissemination of information through the Internet and other media.

(b) Secretary for Operations (One or more): Planning and management of conferences,
etc.

(c) Secretary for Finance and Membership (One or more). Management of the
Association’s finances, administration of membership enroliment procedures, and
maintenance of the members list.

Article 9. The elections of Officers shall be as follows
1. The President shall be nominated by the Board of Officers and elected by a majority
vote of the members present at the General Meeting.
2. The Vice President shall be nominated by the President and elected upon approval by
a majority of the members present at the General Meeting.
3. The secretaries shall be appointed by the President, who shall assign their respective
duties.

Article 10. The term of the officers shall, in principle, be three years, and reappointment shall
not be precluded. However, in the event of a vacancy in the officer's position, the term of the
successor shall be the remainder of the predecessor’s term.

Article 11. In order to facilitate communication and the sharing of information among the
members of the Association, a liaison person shall be elected from among the regular
members for each graduation year. The liaison person may serve concurrently as an officer.

[Chapter 4: Meetings]
Article 12. The Association shall hold the following meetings.

1. Meeting of Officers

2. General Meeting
Article 13. The officers' Meeting shall consist of the President, Vice Presidents, and
Secretaries, and shall be convened by the President as Chairperson. The Officers' Meeting
shall be constituted by the attendance of two-thirds or more of its members. However, absent
members may be deemed to be present by the submission of a proxy.
2 The liaison person elected pursuant to Article 11 may participate in the Officers' Meeting
as an observer if the President deems it necessary.

Article 14. The Officers' Meeting shall deliberate the following matters and submit them to
the General Meeting.

1. Matters related to the projects stipulated in Article 3

2. Selection of officers

3. Revision of the Constitution

4. Other matters necessary for operation for the Association
2 Resolutions of the Officers' Meeting shall be adapted by a majority vote of those present.
In the event of a tie, the chairperson shall decide.

Article 15. The General Meeting shall consist of regular members, and shall be chaired by
the President.

2 The General Meeting shall comprise an Annual General Meeting and an Extraordinary
General Meeting.

3 An Annual General Meeting shall, in principle, be convened once a year by the President.
An Extraordinary General Meeting shall be convened by the President when deemed
necessary.

Article 16. The Annual General Meeting shall deliberate following matters.
1. Reports and plans for each project



2. Election of officers
3. Revision of the constitution
4. Other matters deemed necessary

Article 17. Decisions of the General Meeting shall be made by a majority vote of the members
present. In the event of a tie, the chairperson shall decide.

This Constitution shall come into effect on March 4,2022.
